Kuandu Residency Program

1. Goal
The Kuandu Residency Program aims to facilitate culture and art interchange among international artists/curators. It offers an opportunity for teachers and students of the Taipei National University of the Arts (TNUA) to learn from resident artists/curators as well as to establish a platform between the TNUA and the international arts communities.

2. Organizer: Kuandu Museum of Fine Arts, TNUA.
Supervisors: Ministry of Education, Ministry of Culture, R.O.C.
3. Residency Location: Artist/Curator Studio at the KdMoFA.
4. Duration of Stay: from two weeks to two months, depending on the content of the applicant’s proposal.

5. Eligibility: International artists/curators or Republic of China nationals residing abroad, and satisfying the following conditions may apply:
(1) Having devoted him/herself to professional art creation or curatorial research for at least three years.

(2) Interested in Kuandu Residency Program, and able to propose a practicable plan.

(3) Able to propose promotional or educational projects that correspond with his/her creation during the stay in KdMoFA.

7. Application Dates: November 12 to December 14, 2012.
8. Application Checklist: 

(1) Kuandu Residency Program Application Form.

(2) PowerPoint files of the art creation or work sample (including the portrait and relevant images/videos, etc).
(3) Photocopy of passport.

10. Announcement of chosen artist/curator: KdMoFA will invite commissioners and experts to assess all applications, and post the result on its website by January 21, 2013.  KdMoFA will contact the chosen artists/curators directly.

11. Please note:

(1) The chosen artist/curator should confirm with KdMoFA within a month after he/she is informed that the application has been accepted.
(2) The chosen artist/curator should send a written confirmation to KdMoFA two months prior to the designated start date if he/she wishes to reschedule the duration of stay, and KdMoFA would gladly offer its assistance in the process. If rescheduling cannot be completed, KdMoFA has the right to cancel the artist’s/curator’s application for residence, and replace it with an alternative application.

(3) The chosen artist/curator should follow the regulations of KdMoFA. Should the artist act against the regulations or should there be any damage occurred (including the belongings and the reputation of KdMoFA) due to the artist’s/curator’s behaviour, KdMoFA has the right to terminate the artist’s/curator’s project and residence and claim compensation from the artist/curator for any loss concerned. 
(4) The chosen artist/curator has to guarantee that the materials he/she submits to KdMoFA are all authentic. If there’s any inauthenticity, the artist/curator should bear all relevant responsibilities. KdMoFA reserves the right to cancel the application and entries of the chosen artist/curator.
