Art Residence in Kronstadt

Frequently Asked Questions

1. Where is the Residence situated and what does it look like? The Residence is situated in Kronstadt, small town on the Kotlin Island at the Gulf of Finland 30 km from St.Petersburg. The residence house address is 2B Yakornaya ploshchad (square), Kronstadt, St Petersburg, 197762 (on the map). The residence house is located in the historical center of the town, nearby Obvodny (Circular) canal and the passing through it Parusny (Sailing) bridge. It is a neighbor of Kronstadt Historical museum and и main sightseeing landmark — Naval Cathedral. The separate two-storied building has a living room, a kitchen, two bathrooms and a studio for a comfortable work. Wi-Fi Internet connection is available. Up to two people can use the facility simultaneously.
2. The North-Western branch of the State Museum and Exhibition Center “ROSIZO” provides residents with:
· free accommodation and the work space for up to 30 days
· transfer from the airport/railway station to the Residence
· for foreign residents we provide official invitations necessary to get the visa and also  the migration registration for the art project working time period.
· A guided tour around Kronstadt and St. Petersburg cultural institutions 
3. For what does the resident pay on his/her own? The resident pays for visa and transportation costs, meals, working materials or any other expenses connected to the stay, work, and public presentation of the work on his/her own.
4. Will I be issued any documents to certify my residency? Upon your arrival at the residence you will sign the residency rules at the Art Residence and the volunteer agreement. Our staff-member will give you a resident’s ID card in Russian that indicates the period of your stay and the address of the residence. It is a 10х15cm card with your photo and full name sealed and signed by director of the North-Western branch of the State Museum and Exhibition Center “ROSIZO”. Please, always bring it together with your passport and medical insurance. Kronstadt is a military city. This ID will be of use if, for instance, you are stopped by the police. Please note that this ID does not give rights for free admission to Kronstadt and St. Petersburg museums and galleries, unfortunately.

5. Will there be anyone else at the Residence? Whom may I ask for help or consultation? There are our permanent projects support and building service office that are situated at the Residence. You can ask our staff-member any questions considering your stay and work at the Residence at any time.
6. Whom can I discuss my project with? Am I supposed to make a public presentation at the end of my residency? After you have arrived at the residence you will meet up with the curator of residence programs. You may discuss your artistic plans then with her. If you like, you may crown your stay with a public presentation of your work in a format of a lecture, artist-talk, presentation.
7. Can I work in the local archives, libraries, museums etc.? Yes, you can. But in this case we need to write an official request letter to the institution. So you must inform the curator of residence programs about your intentions no later than 2 months in advance.
8. What kind of office equipment is available at the residence house? There is a projector and a scanner at the residence. Guests usually bring their own laptops. 
9. Can I arrange an exhibition, presentation, lecture, etc. in other cultural center or gallery? Yes, you can. But in this case please inform the curator of residence programs not later than 2 months in advance. In addition to this, according to the paragraph 7 of the Volunteer Agreement (the Agreement on Voluntary Participation in Non-profit Activities), which every resident signs upon his/her arrival, when making presentations, lectures, creative meetings etc. outside the North-Western branch of the State Museum and Exhibition Center “ROSIZO” Center, you should refer to the North-Western branch of the State Museum and Exhibition Center “ROSIZO”. In the announcements and posters the logo of the North-Western Branch should be used.
10. What kind of things should I take with me? The residence kitchen is equipped with all necessary utensils so there is no need to bring dishes. Take second pair of shoes for working in the workshop.
11. Can I leave residence/St. Petersburg for a couple of days? Yes, you can. If you plan to spend a night outside the residence or leave it for a few days (but no longer than for one week) please inform the curator of residence programs in advance via e-mail. Please, always have with you your passport, “Artist-in-Residence” ID card and medical insurance. 
12. How to get to St Petersburg by public transport?
 The Kotlin Island on which the city is situated is connected with the mainland with a dam bearing a motorway. In average the trip St. Petersburg/ Kronstadt takes about an hour. There are the following transport connections between Kronstadt and St Petersburg: Minibus № 405 — it goes from “Chernaya Rechka” metro station. In Kronstadt the minibus stops at the opposite side from the residence, at Sovetskaya Street by the Naval Cathedral (stop is on the map). Ticket price – 79 rubles, operation time: 05:40–00:00; interval: 17–30 minutes (best route). Minibus № 407 — it goes from “Prospekt Prosveshcheniya” metro station. Ticket price – 79 rubles, operation time: 06:00–23:00; interval: 15–25 minutes. Bus № 101 — it goes from “Staraya Derevnya” metro station. Ticket price – 40 rubles, operation time: weekdays 04:45–23:24 (from 05.06.2018), weekend 04:45–03:00 (from 30.07.2018); interval: 15–25 minutes. In Kronstadt, all buses/minibuses stop at the city centre at the corner of Grazhdanskaya Street and Prospekt Lenina near the Gostinny Dvor and the Fountain (the stop is on the map). The way from the transport stop to Yakornaya square, where the residency is situated, will take 15 minutes. 
13. Is there an art supplies store in Kronstadt? In the “Kronstadt personal service home” shopping mall there is an art supplies store (Kronstadt, 13 Lenina prospekt, shopping centre, section 302 (3rd floor on the right side).  You can also find plenty of them in St.Petersburg. For example, you can buy art materials in the “Union of artists” artshop (Bolshaya Morskaya ul., 38, tel. +7(812) 314-30-60, 315-74-26), in the “Salon khudozhnika” (“Artist’s salon”) artshop (Nevsky pr., 3, tel. +7(812) 312-44-34) or “Lavka khudozhnika” artshop (Marata ul., 10). 
14. Is there a print center in Kronstadt? Where I can print out large scale and high quality photographs? There is a copy center “Kronstadrskiy”  in the store (Kronstadt, 13a Lenina prospekt, shopping mall “Kronstadrskiy” (Personal Service Home) section 122).    (If you would like to order some nontrivial print, we advise you to call 8(911) 782-10-20 или 8 (911) 782-10-20 and consult.  There are high quality print centers in St Petersburg. Near the “Ploshchad Vosstaniya” metro station there is a copy center «Vosstaniya, 1», situated at the same name address (phone number: 8 (812) 719-95-04).  High-quality print, images of non-standard sizes on different materials can be ordered at the network of the photo centers «Yarkiy fotomarket» (phone number: 8 (812) 680-01-01, 635-55-02). 
15. . Where is the nearest grocery store (that accepts bank cards)? «7я» (2 Manezhny pereulok, Kronstadt; on the map) «Magnit» (Kronstadt, Ammerana Street, 26, .2Н,3Н; on the map)
